International students who reside in Japan have "Foreign Student” status. Those who wish to work part-time must apply for the
"permit for non-qualified activities". To do this, you must apply to the local Immigration Bureau and present your passport and

residence card.
International students can work for 28 hours per week (limited to the industries within the scope of activities permitted). During the

spring, summer, autumn and winter vacation times, they can work up to 40 hours per week.
The hourly wage varies depending on the area and type of work, but 800-1,200 yen is standard. Students who work up to 28 hours per

week can expect to make 89,000-134,000 yen per month.
